Please keep this policy in mind as you make travel 

arrangements, as CSFA will not be liable for travel costs. 

If you cancel a workshop or exam 7 days prior to class start: no charges incurred. If you cancel 6 days 

or fewer prior to class start: you will be charged 100% of the class fee. If you register during the 

cancellation period, the policy is in effect immediately. If you are registered in a workshop and fail to 

attend, you will be charged 100% of the class fee.
